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--More concreteness in discussions.  Everything is philosophical and broad.  We’d like to know more concretely what e.g. managed care will entail

--We’d like other people to facilitate the meetings—in order to gather more perspectives.  RAS's other peer leaders.

--Change format of report outs—we spend a good part of the day devoted to lengthy speeches that are often hard to follow and that mix in urgent news with "lighter" notices.   We’d be far better served by having that information submitted in written form and made available online in a searchable document. If Ione happen to miss the one verbal report of an initiative there are no means for one to ever learn about it.   It'd be enormously useful to have a record of items going back several years.  If I wanted to start a program in a jail, I could then see anything mentioned about such programs going back several years.  It would become a resource guide in a sense.
