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The Comprehensive Assessment (CA) provides a standard format to assess mental health, substance use, and functional needs of individuals (both adults and children/adolescents).   This Assessment provides a summary of assessed needs that serve as the basis of Goals and Objectives in the Individualized Action Plan (IAP).  Overall, this form is flexible to allow completion within one or more sessions, though providers are responsible to know the particular timing requirements which govern their particular program. 
OMH:  Providers may use the form as a first session billable note (to satisfy Screening and Admission Note criteria where applicable).  
[bookmark: _GoBack]OASAS: Prior to admission to a Part 822 program, the following sections must be completed as part of the Admissions Assessment: Identifying Information and Chief Complaint/Presenting Problem; Psychiatric Illness; Substance Abuse Screen/Assessment; Brief Mental Health Screen; and Treatment History from Initial Assessment.  Additional sections may be completed initially or within the required timeframe of 45 Days post-admission.  Once the initial Admission Assessment criteria are complete, at least, the provider should fill out the OASAS Only Admission Decision form.  If the entire CA is not completed in the first session, the provider should return to the form and complete it within the program’s required time frame.  After each assessment session, the provider would also complete the Pre-Admission Note.
